PERL – ARRAYS

1) Given an array of integers find the largest and smallest integers in the array, also calculate the mean and median of the numbers. The user should be able to enter the integers into the array from command line (ARGV array).

2) You are developing a Database to store phone numbers of all employees in a company, your assistant by mistake has made many duplicate entries. Write a program to check for all duplicates in an Array.

3) Write a program which substitutes 'a' with 'the' and vice-versa (hint use split to place each word of string into array, and then replace the words) in the sentence: “The fox jumped over a tall fence into a forest where the trees grew tall”.

4) You are a programmer trying to make a new language, you need code that can be used to retrieve a slice of a string, for example to get the 4th to 6th characters from “HELLOWORLD!!” which would output “LOW”. The user should be able to specify the string and provide the start and end of the desired slice. (Do not use string operators like substring).

5) Write a program which compares two strings, each string consists a distribution of characters B,D,H and V (eg. BDHVDHDVHBDVDBDHDBDV), using split convert the two strings into arrays and then get the longest stretch of common characters between the two arrays.

String 1: BBBBBBBBBBHBHHVBVVHVBVHVVDVDDVDDHHDVDBH

String 2: AVABABBBVBVBBBBBBBBBVHDAVADVHVABHVADAVAHVAVAB

Continue with the table to next position in String 1 and so on until all positions in String 1 have 
been completed. And in the end report which is the longest common sequence of characters, 
which in this case would be “BBBBBBBBB”.
